Margaret’s has said about Doug:

As a Christian faith community, the con-
gregation of St. Margaret’s United Church in
Kingston was particularly blessed to have been
ministered to by Doug Paterson. From the time
of his arrival in Kingston in 1984 to his un-
timely death due to cancer in June of 1992,
Doug challenged the congregation to grow in
the Christian faith, to do a reality check to make
sure we were living what we were espousing.
Doug was down to earth. His approach was
to just get on with what had to be done. In his
mind no problem was insurmountable if it was
important to Christian life and the worship of
St. Margaret’s church. He gave the commu-
nity - and the individuals in it - the motivation
of “you can do it”.

Doug believed that Christianity is com-
munity, that it provides mutual growth oppor-
tunities for its members. He believed in open
dialogue and consultation among all members
as a way to encourage growth. His firm con-
viction was that all of us, including himself,
were all struggling in this regard.

Along with his commitment to our
congregational life, Doug was equally
committed to his own personal growth and
continuing education. While at St.
Margaret’s he completed a D. Min., he
travelled to BC for training in the Bethel
Bible Study, to Nova Scotia for training
as a supervisor of interns, and he took a
CAPE unit at Kingston Institute of Pasto-
ral Care. In all of these, Doug helped St.
Margaret’s people put what he had learned
to good use in our ministry.

Equally important, Doug loved life
and lived it to the utmost. Whether he was
nudging the congregation towards singing
a new hymn or selling cheese at the ba-
zaar, building his garage or repairing one
of his many cars, leading us in worship or
challenging us to new ventures during an
annual meeting, Doug always tackled eve-
rything head on. At the same time he was
sensitive to individuals who were strug-
gling to strengthen their belief base. He
too strengthened his own in so many ways
during his years with us, always broaden-
ing his awareness and insight through re-
flection and education. In doing so he
modelled the Christian journey for all of
us at St. Margaret’s.
